We at Oceanside Yacht Club are pleased to inform you of our new guest dock policy! 
Please share this information with your membership and officers of your club including your 
Fleet Captain and Port Captain as well as your Cruise chairperson. 

• As a reciprocating yacht club your members can now reserve the use of our guest dock 
up to eight weeks in advance. There is no advance time period for club-sponsored 
cruises. Just call and we will help you set up your club-sponsored activities at our club 
and harbor. 

• Members of reciprocating yacht clubs can stay at our guest dock for up to 3 days free 
providing the guest dock is available. And under certain situations may stay up to 7 
days, again, providing the guess dock is available. Dock keys are available from either 
the office or bar for easy access to shower and restroom facilities. When both the bar 
and the office is closed call the Port Captain for access to a dock key. Port

• Our guest dock is 60 feet long and in order to provide berthing to as many guests as 
possible, we might ask guest yachts to raft up.
